Corporate Confession of Sin Dr. Carroll
And God spoke all these words, saying, I am the Lord your God, who
brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery. You
shall have no other gods before Me.

Forgive us, O Lord, for not speaking as if we were dependent upon
You for everything. Forgive us for acting as if we could find
comfort, or hope, or life in anything other than You.
